A group of 115 high school students and teachers visited Nashville from November 11-15.
They were part of the “"KAKEHASHI Project-the Bridge for Tomorrow,” a youth exchange
project between Japan and the US, and visited local schools and Japanese companies in
Nashville and surrounding areas. The Project aims at promoting deeper mutual
understanding among the people of Japan and the U.S., enabling future leaders of
Japan-US exchanges to form networks, and helping young people develop wider
perspectives to encourage active roles at the global level in the future.
