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Consul-General Motohiko Kato gave a speech at the
University of Memphis in Tennesee on April 24. There
were about 100 audience members including students
and teachers. The Consul-General talked about the
role of the Japan-US alliance in the current East-Asia
region, the revitalization of the Japanese economy, and
relations between Japan and neighboring countries.
After the speech, he answered a wide range of

questions from the audience.

Afterwards, the Consul-General Kato held an informal
discussion with students including newly selected JET

Program participants, teachers of Japanese language,

and Japanese business executives.
